In order to achieve our aims, VTS will:

¢ Provide training and ongoing staff development to enable tutors to support
learners’ understanding of these values

e Deliver an enrichment module which includes delivery of knowledge around
British Values.

e Promote British values during our monthly teaching sessions with learners

¢ Encourage learners to actively participate in and be responsible for their own
learning and development

e Utilise topical opportunities such as general elections and debates to promote
British values in discussion with learners, helping them to learn to argue different
points of view fairly and transfer this concept to their course work, for example
English functional skills

e Raise learners’ awareness of key events, through our learner newsletters, in the
wider community, such as Armistice Day and Chinese New Year in order to
enable them to have a choice to discuss and participate

e Seek learner feedback regularly through discussion at formal reviews and
surveys, to ensure that our learners know they have a voice that is listened to
and valued and that their understanding of British values is evolving and in turn is
enhancing their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development.
